Nappa Salad 
 

1 large head nappa cabbage 
6 green onions 
2 pkg Rama noodles (don’t use seasoning mix) 
½ c sesame seeds 
½ c slivered almonds 
½ c butter 

 
Finely chop cabbage and green onions. 
Break up noodles 
Brown noodles, sesame seeds and almonds in butter until lightly golden. 
Cool noodles. (I make this ahead of time and keep in the fridge) 
 
Dressing 
 
In a jar or blender add 
 1 c salad oil 
 2-3 tsp soya sauce 
 1 c sugar 
 ½ c vinegar
